DISH
1) Thaw the Hash Browns and squeeze the excess water out with paper towels.
PREP 2) Spray an 11 inch x 13 inch glass baking dish with non-stick vegetable spray.
3) Finely dice the Yellow Onions and set them aside.
4) Shred the Cheddar Cheese and set it aside.
5) Preheat the oven to 350 degrees with a rack in the center.
1 Place the Butter in a microwave proof dish and heat it in the microwave on high until it is
melted and has stopped bubbling, about 2 minutes.
In a large mixing bowl, thoroughly mix all of the ingredients together, place the mixture in
2 the prepared baking dish and bake it for 15 minutes - Stir, spread it out evenly and bake it
